Setup Wizard

1. Disallow the user to use ADMIN as the user ID for setup wizard registration
The user ID, ADMIN, is only meant for internal use by the setup wizard, and should not be used by the users.  A user ID validation is added to prevent its use for the setup process.

For example, while accessing the RRDI setup URL https://FULL_DNS_NAME:10443/rrdi/setup from a web broswer for the first time (with popup blocker disabled), you would provide setup server URL, user ID , user password. If you specify ADMIN as the user ID, a warning message would be displayed and the Initialize button disabled. You have to use a user ID different from ADMIN for setup registration.
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Rational Reporting Setup

2. For Microsoft SQL Server, configure database connection using an instance name
While using Microsoft SQL Server databases for the RRDI configuration, you can use the Instance Name of the databases for setting up the connections for the content store and data warehouse.
1) On Configure Database Management System page, select SQL Server 2005 or SQL Server 2008 according to your SQL Server installation. Enter the JDBC driver location and click the Copy button. Click Next when the copy operation completes..

2) On Configure Content Store Database and Configure Data Warehouse pages, you can specify either Instance Name or port, but not both, for the database connections.
